Graphic used to
assign ownership of
dialogue.

Speech bubbles are
used to tell your
readers what each
character in your
comic strip is saying
and feeling.




Thought Bubbles

Graphic used to show
internal thoughts of a
character.

} | Usually cloud shaped and
| connected to owner by a
series of smaller

' bubbles.




A word that imitates the
sound that it is
describing.

Famously used in comics
as a pictorial
representation of a sound
effect.
